DDA Features

Overview
Entrotec are a specialist manufacturer of door entry systems with DDA features. 
We provide local authorities, housing associations and all new development 
projects with solutions for people with various disabilities to gain access to 
buildings.

Entrotec call buttons have a yellow contrasting ring engraved on the buttons to 
distinguish the stainless steel of the buttons to that of the call panel.

Entrotec engrave standard English braille (grade II) on our call panels. On 
functional call panels the braille numbering with lead in characters is engraved to 
the left of each call button with the number engraved above the braille.

On digital style call panels the buttons are laid out as a standard telephone 
keypad with the number ̀ 5' button incorporating a pimple. The ̀ Call' and ̀ Cancel' 
buttons are ®tted to the left and right of the ̀ 0' button in place of the ̀ *' and ̀ #' with 
braille words ̀ Call' and ̀ Cancel'.

We can include braille for panel instructions and the block name.

With the ®tting of a call progress indicator the visitor can see the operation of the 
system with indication of ̀ Calling', ̀ Speak Now', ̀ Door Open' and ̀ System Busy'. This 
is available together with audio indication of calling with an adjustable volume 
controlled reassurance tone and a door open tone.

On the Apex system an LCD text message display is ®tted to digital style and to 
functional door panels. This display provides a written indication of call progress 
and system operation.

Voice annunciation of button presses and call progress is also available.

Handsets
All Entrotec handsets and apartment stations are DDA compliant with pictorial 
symbols. Our handsets are available with hooks that aid a disabled person to lift 
the handset and answer calls.

Pressure sensitive Push to Exit button (PTE/PSB)
Manufactured from 8mm thick stainless steel, this large button has a pressure 
sensitive face with no moving parts; ideal for both high tra!c public or 
residential buildings. 

DDA features include a yellow ring on bezel, large easily visible script (laser 
etched ̀ Push To Exit' in 11mm) and 2 LEDs for lock trigger indication (3mm 
status LED's laser etched ̀ Door Open' (Green) and ̀ Door Closed' (Red)

12 Volt DC operation. 120mm diameter. 72mm diameter engraved yellow ring. 
Uses standard single gang Patrice back box

Other DDA System options
Strobe Light - Xenon tube-based beacon with timer to pulse light every second 
when a handset is being called to indicate to a hard of hearing person that they 
have a visitor at the door. Up to 3 strobe lights can be ®tted per ¯at.

Sounder - DC tone extension sounder, wired in line with handset to provide an 
additional call tone.

Handset Inductive Coupler - this replaces a handset speaker for use with a 
hearing aid switched to the ̀ T' position, allowing the resident to hear ampli®ed 
speech.

Inductive Loops - surface or ¯ush ®tting can operate in conjunction with 
Entrotec's door entry systems. The visitor is able to clearly hear conversations 
by switching their hearing aid to the ̀ T' position, which then picks up a signal 
transmitted by EntryLoop over a magnetic ®eld. This signal cuts out the majority  
of extraneous background noise making communication far easier for the 
hearing aid wearer. The visitor is easily able to identify the availability of the 
loop facility by the provision of the internationally recognised symbol on the 
EntryLoop unit.
